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PC’s and Liberals tied in Ontario

Liberals down sharply from last month; PCs stable

Toronto, June 27", 2013 —In a random sampling of public opinion taken by the
Forum Poll ™ among 1037 Ontarians
vote for either the PCs (35%) or the Liberals (33%) if a provincial election were
held today, while the NDP would take a quarter of the vote (24%). Just less than
a tenth would vote Green (8%) and few would vote for other parties (1%). This
represents a sharp decline for the Liberals from 38% last month, coupled with a
slight increase in the NDP vote (from 21%) and the Green vote (from 6%). The PC
vote has stayed stable (34% last month).

Given these results, the Liberals are projected to take a one seat majority of 54
seats in a 107 seat house, followed by 42 seats for the PCs. The NDP would take
11 seats. Since last month, these projections represent a decrease for the
Liberals (from 60) and increase for the PCs (from 37), while the NDP stayed
stable (11 seats last month).

Wynne’s approvals down; Horwath, Hudak steady

Premier Wynne has the approval of more than a third (37%) but this down from
Last month (41%). Her net favourable (approve minus disapprove) is a negative
for the first time (-6). Tim Hudak's approval continues to be a quarter (26%), and
his net is a dismal -27. Andrea Horwath posts the highest (and stable) approval at
43%, and her net is a positive +8.

Even split on best Premier

Just fewer than one quarter think Kathleen Wynne makes the best Premier
(22%), while one fifth opt for either Andrea Horwath or Tim Hudak (20% each).
The real winner, however is 'none' which captures one quarter of the vote (24%).
One seventh have no opinion (13%).

Fewer don't want election now

The proportion who say an election is not needed has declined from more than a
half last month (57%) to one half now (49%), although the proportion wanting an
election has not increased by as much (from 38% last month to 41% this month).
One tenth do not know if an election is needed (9%) and this is up sharply since
last month (2%).

The plurality, or about one third, said Dalton McGuinty would be remembered as
one of Ontario's worst Premiers (32%). A further one quarter characterize his
legacy as either a poor Premier (23%) or an average Premier (26%). On a four
point scale, where 1 equals one of the worst and 4 equals one of the best,
McGuinty scores an average of 2.2, or just a notch above "poor". The plurality of
Liberals score him average (42%, mean of 2.9), while the majority of PCs score
him worst (58%, mean of 1.6). New Democrats, in the meantime, score
McGuinty either poor (34%) or worst (33%, mean of 2.0).

“It's clear some of the shine has come off Kathleen Wynne's government, now
that people have had a chance to see it work. The gas plants controversy can't be
helping, either. It appears Ontarians are just less certain about their electoral
preferences now," said Forum Research President, Dr. Lorne Bozinoff.
